	1) Minutes of the last meeting
	Minutes were read and approved.  Matters arising – there were no matters arising that were not covered by the meeting agenda.
	JH to update website

	2) Accounts


	DB gave an update of the clubs current financial position confirming the club funds stood at £4537.00.  DB confirmed that the accounts for the previous season (2011 to 30th June 2012) had closed and would be fully audited by the 30th November – the club appointed auditors are Frank Curtis and Reg Booth.  DB confirmed that all bills for the current Billiards season had been sent to Clubs. MW asked if the accounts could be presented to the next committee meeting - DB agreed.

	3) League Fixtures update.

	JH apologised for the confusion regarding a neutral venue being required for all semi-finals – he confirmed the only exception was the Billiards three – a – side competition.  DS said that problems arranging the doubles semi-final had been resolved and the match was to be played later this evening.  JH confirmed that both Stafford A & B teams had been given a bye in the first round of the inter-town snooker competition.  IN confirmed he had produced a list of eligible players in preparation for future matches.  JH confirmed that entry forms had been sent to all clubs for the forthcoming snooker season, this included competition entry forms.  ALL minimum entrants for competitions to run was discussed – it was agreed that changes may need to be made to the current rules – this to be added to the proposed rule changes review that will be taking place during 2013 – dates to be confirmed.  DS had reviewed Billiards handicapping (agreed 5 week period expired) and had submitted 5 changes - JH to publish on the clubs web site.  No other issues were raised.
	JH to update the committee on the forth coming snooker season entries.
All to arrange a session to discuss and review the Billiards season – to ask players to make comments on the season – the aim is to help improve the league for the future.

	5) League Rules.
	Proposed league rule changes were reviewed – Minimum number of players entering competitions and a review of the ‘miss’ rule was added.

	6) Presentation evening.
	ALL a general discussion took place where, considering the short space of time the committee had to arrange the event, it was agreed the event was a qualified success.  All present agreed that for next year the event will require a group to look at improving the experience.

No present committee member had knowledge of any dates agreed with the White Eagle Club.  JF to approach the White Eagle Club.
