UPDATED COVID 19 RULES (FROM 22.9.20)

As Secretary of the KADASL I comment / suggest further to the Government’s change of guidelines today (22.9.20) further advice from EASB is at https://www.epsb.co.uk/coronavirus-epsb-guidance-update-22-september/ :

1. The changes come into effect as of Thursday 24th of September 2020.

2. Indoor team events must comply with the ‘rule of 6’ – all our venues can and do.

3. Clubs must now CLOSE by 10pm so ... matches are to start at 7pm as on 24.9.20 and finish BEFORE 10pm.
4. Speak to your opponents and be creative ... consider using 3 tables; split matches over 2 nights; change match nights to before stated dates etc etc

5. Our clubs need this income so we need to do our utmost to work with them within these guidelines and rules whilst staying as safe as can be.

As Secretary of the KADASL I comment / suggest further to the Government’s change of guidelines today (9.9.20):

1. The KADASL does not and will not tell individual clubs what to do in relation to the guidelines / laws in relation to COVID-19.

2. All clubs, as a matter of urgency, should confirm that the Government guidelines / laws are complied with.

3. Organised sporting team events are specifically exempt from the ‘rule of 6’ laws.

4. There is absolutely no reason for league games not to be played; clubs supported; or our league to continue.

5. That said, it is both prudent and sensible in our league to do as much as we can to make our league and matches as safe for all as we can.

6. This will mean some ‘tinkering and flexibility’ by all involved to our current formats.

7. League matches from the 15th of September will start at 7.30pm (or any time before by agreement between captains) to accommodate the less streamlined format. This is aimed not to lengthen the often late current finishing times. 

8. Some obvious league rules will be sensibly adapted or suspended accordingly (eg start at 8pm claim first frame non-start after 10 minutes etc).

9. The 2 team captains will decide whether matches (not frames) will have referees for frames – for many reasons (not least the ‘rule of 6’ lends itself best to it) the league would prefer referees to continue. This is an all or none agreement and no debates will be dealt with by the league purely for refereeing issues. We have never been a league of cheats and therefore the 2 captains ONLY will resolve any disputes before the frame in question continues and a card is submitted. 
10. No more than 3 players (ie 2 players plus a referee) will be allowed around any one table. The league Pairs competition will not be held until the ‘rule of 6’ is slackened or removed. 

11. All other team members must be as far away as reasonable from the matches in play and in a group of no more than the allowed 6. All the clubs in our league have designs such that 2 matches can be played, each with a referee, whilst the other 6 players are in a separate room or well distanced part of the same room.

12. Spectators and supporters are discouraged but if they must come (eg transport providers) then the teams involved should stagger their arrival at the host club.
13. Clubs are to notify me asap of any issues arising which will be dealt with expeditiously, safely and sensibly within your club rules.
