Miss Rule


Miss Rule

· Where a player can see the object ball
If Player A can fully see the object ball and does not hit it, then a miss will be called, and Player B has the opportunity for the cue ball to be replaced. If the cue ball is replaced and Player A misses the object ball for a second time, Player B may once again ask for the cue ball to be replaced. In this instance, Player A will then be warned that if they fail to hit the object ball for a third time then the frame will be awarded to Player B who will also be awarded the total number of points available left on the table e.g., 3 reds remaining, and the colours would result in 51 points being awarded. 

· Where a player is snookered 
If Player A is snookered (i.e., cannot fully see both sides of the ball) and misses the object ball then a miss will be called, and Player B has the opportunity for the cue ball to be replaced. If Player A misses the object ball for a second time, Player B may once again ask for the cue ball to be replaced. If Player A misses the object ball for a third time, then play resumes with either Player B asking Player A to play from where the cue ball has landed or play the shot themselves.
Notes:
1. Following a foul shot a miss should be called if the scores could be tied. 
For example, if there is 1 red and the colours remaining (i.e., 35 points) and the difference is 35 points, then a miss should be called. 

2. A miss will not be called when a player requires snookers either before or after the miss. 
· Impossible to Hit Shot

· An example of an impossible to hit shot would be where the cue ball is surrounded by other balls in the pack and there is no chance of hitting the object ball without making a foul shot. In this instance a miss would not be called providing the cue ball is hit with enough pace and in a suitable direction so that it could have hit the object ball. 

It is acknowledged that to replace the balls in the identical position prior to a miss can sometimes be a very difficult task and the league provides the following guidance.
· Referees can use phone cameras to help replace balls.
· Both players can assist the referee in replacing balls, but the referee’s decision is final and should be accepted. 
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
